e St. Petersburg is the largest of the world’s northern mega-
lopolises and ranks second in population among Russian cities
(after Moscow). Over 5 million people live in St. Petersburg.

e St. Petersburg is situated at the mouth of the Neva River near
the eastern extremity of the Gulf of Finland in the Baltic Sea. The
city is located at the cross-point of sea and river routes and over-
land highways; it is Russia’s gate to Europe, a strategic center,
and a city which is closest to the EC countries.

e St. Petersburg is a constituent of the Russian Federation with
full rights. It is the capital of the North West Federal District,
which encompasses 11 Russian regions. St. Petersburg is the seat
of the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation, represen-
tation offices of international organizations, consulates of for-
eign countries, and territorial bodies of federal ministries and
agencies.

e Over 70% of the city’s residents have higher or secondary
(special or technical) education. The unemployment rate in St.
Petersburg is one of the lowest in Russia (1.1%).

e One of St. Petersburg nicknames is “Venice of the North”. In-
ternal waters occupy over 10% of the city’s territory. The Neva
estuary forms over 40 islands. Within the limits of the city there
are 308 bridges, among them 22 drawbridges. Before the dam
was built, the city suffered from floods over 300 times. The maxi-
mum water rise level was recorded on November 07, 1824 (4.2 m
above the zero water level).

e St. Petersburg is one of the world’s Capitals of Culture. In the
city there are over 250 museums and exhibition halls, over 80
theaters, 50 cinemas, about 1,800 libraries, 229 cult buildings
and constructions. Annually St. Petersburg hosts about 250 exhi-
bitions and fairs, and about 100 congresses and conferences.

e St. Petersburg is a major scientific and educational center
in the north-west of Europe. The city is the seat of over 100
scientific institutes, many of which have the status of “federal”
or “head” ones, about 100 academies and universities, over 160
elementary and intermediate vocational education institutions,
and 766 schools.

e St. Petersburg is the most attractive city of Russia for visi-
tors and the most frequented, by cruise liners, port of the Baltic
Sea. Landscape architecture of St. Petersburg suburbs is on the
UNESCO list of the world’s cultural heritage sites. Every year the
sights of the “City on the Neva” are seen by about 5 million tour-
ists. The most popular season is the “White Nights” (June thru
July) when the sun remains above the horizon almost all the day
round.

Meeting with the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary
of the Islamic Republic of Iran to the Russian Federation Mehdi Sanai

vgeny Dmitrievich, St. Peters-
- E burg today is famous in the

world not only as a cultural cap-
ital of Russia or an «open-air museum»,
but also as an important center of inter-
national cooperation. What, in your opin-
ion, has allowed achieving such results,
and how can the Government of the city
strengthen these positions?

— The special role of St. Petersburg in the
history of Russia and traditionally strong posi-
tions of the city regarding modern social and
economic development of regions are prede-
termined by a whole set of interrelated factors.
Of course, the high degree of the city «recog-
nition» is of great importance. It was formed
thanks to the unique cultural and historical
heritage and favorable geopolitical location
of the northern capital. The cultural context is
complemented by the positioning of the city
as the Russia’s largest business center and the
venue of the most important international
summits and forums. As you remember, on
the banks of the Neva river the summits «Big
Fight> and «Big Twenty» passed, and St. Pe-
tersburg International Economic Forum was
referred to as «The Petersburg Davos> in the
press. The reputation of a convention center
was finally strengthened thanks to St. Peters-
burg International Innovation Forum, Cultural
Forum, International Congress «St. Petersburg
and the Slavic World» and a number of other
major events. By the way, Petersburg Partneriat
of Small and Medium-sized Business «St. Peters-
burg - Russian and Foreign Regions», which is
held at the end of March, also allows confirm-
ing the thesis above stated. Thus, St. Petersburg
is visited by numerous foreign and Russian

delegations of different levels throughout the
year — beginning from top officials and finish-
ing with representatives of small businesses
- in order to participate in these activities, as
well as to carry out their own work programs.
New contacts are established, cooperation is
expanded.

According to the Customs Service data, in
2014 the city conducted trade with 196 coun-
tries (what occurred to be even more than in
the previous year), and the foreign trade turno-
ver of St. Petersburg amounted to more than
50 billion US dollars. The amount of foreign

investment in the economy of the city in 2013
(we failed to receive data for 2014,) made 134
billion US dollars. The results, as you can see,
are very impressive. It has become possible due
to consistent and transparent policy of the city,
loyalty to the principles of openness and readi-
ness for a dialogue.

At the moment St. Petersburg signed more
than 100 cooperation agreements with cities
and regions throughout the world. And the
northern capital has a lot to offer to its part-
ners. Diversified economy, well-developed
infrastructure, industry, highly qualified staff,
innovative technology, high quality of life,
strong healthcare system — all these is not the
whole list of the competitive advantages of
the city on the Neva river. And each of these
aspects makes it possible to generate interest-
ing joint projects with partners.

In order to expand and strengthen coop-
eration, we not only welcome our partners,
but also annually spend tens of outdoor events
— cultural and business missions and «Days of
St. Petersburg> abroad and in the regions of
Russia. Among the priorities of cooperation is
internal Russian cooperation, the development
of cooperation with the CIS countries, Asia and
the Pacific, as well as Eastern partners.

- In this issue we are going to pay spe-
cial attention to the development of re-
lations of St. Petersburg with such coun-
tries as Turkey and Iran. How actively do
we interact at the moment, and what are
the prospects?

- The development of cooperation with
the countries stated above can be referred to
a number of strategic objectives. Already at the
moment, we do have a large backlog in this

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direction. Thus, for instance, various Turkish
companies have been successfully operating
in St. Petersburg for many years: small and me-
dium enterprises, financial institutions. Turkish
construction companies have taken part in the
construction of major urban sites, including
the reconstruction of Pulkovo airport and the
construction of «Western High-Speed Diam-
eter» Nowadays, as far as I know, Turkish busi-
nessmen are interested in placing canned food,
seafood, fruit and textiles on the market of St.
Petersburg. This year we will celebrate the 25th
anniversary of the partnership with Istanbul.
I believe that this anniversary — a quarter of a
century —could become an important impetus
for strengthening our cooperation.

In early February, St. Petersburg Governor
Georgy Poltavchenko met with the Ambassa-
dor Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the
Republic of Turkey to the Russian Federation
Umit Yardym. In the course of the conversa-
tion, the parties unanimously recognized such
sectors as energy, power engineering, automo-
bile industry, shipbuilding, information tech-
nology, education and tourism to be the prom-
ising areas for joint collaboration.

Two months earlier Georgy Poltavchenko
met with the Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of the Islamic Republic of Iran
to the Russian Federation Mehdi Sanai. During
the meeting the head of the city talked about a
wide range of options for cooperation which
Saint Petersburg could offer to Iran, particularly
in the field of engineering, information tech-
nology, shipbuilding and pharmaceuticals. And
Mr. Ambassador informed that Iran is ready to
supply its agricultural products to the market
of St. Petersburg. Both sides specified the strong
economic indicators which we have achieved in
recent years (turnover of St. Petersburg with Iran
has increased by four times over the past year)
and expressed confidence to continue to adhere
to the course accepted, to help increasing tourist
exchange, to develop scientific and cultural ties.

Mehdi Sanai also stressed that the Iranian
party pays special attention to St. Petersburg in
the development of the Iranian-Russian rela-
tions, and said that Iran plans are to open the
Consulate General or a representative office of
the Embassy in St. Petersburg, what, without
any doubts, will be an important step in this
direction.

- In March 2015, our city welcomes
guests and participants of the traditional,
already the ninth, St. Petersburg Partne-
riat of Small and Medium-sized Business
“St. Petersburg - Russian and Foreign Re-
gions”, organized by the Committee for
External Relations of St. Petersburg. Tell
me, please, what is the uniqueness of the
event and what is it interested for?

— This event, unprecedented in scope and
geographic coverage, is intended to bring to-

gether all parties efforts interested in estab-
lishment of strong economic relations within
Russia and abroad. According to the existing
long-standing tradition within this time the
northern capital will once again become the
center of attraction for business, executive and
legislative authorities, chambers of commerce
and industry, and other professional organiza-
tions and unions from different regions of Rus-
sia and foreign countries.

Wide popularity of Partneriat in the regions
as well as the high level of the participants
provide for the event with the maximum rich
agenda for discussion and high efficiency. An-
nually, the standard formats of work, such as ex-
hibitions, seminars and round tables, are com-
plemented with rather relevant — «exchange of
business contacts», «exchange of subcontracts,»
the work of the consulting business center,
talk shows. In addition, this year for the first
time “inter-regional exchange of intellectual
property” and the exhibition «Global Partners
of St. Petersburg> will be organized. The hon-
ored guests of the event are going to be the rep-
resentatives of the Republic of Crimea.

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only of St. Petersburg, but the whole country.

This year the nature of discussions is ex-
pected to be «applied one» more than ever.
Among the topics declared are as follows
- different aspects of export delivery, inter-
cluster interaction, food security, support for
small business and many others. I think that
a master class «How to turn a crisis into an
opportunity> can be useful for a wide audi-
ence. It will focus on case studies of business
development, development of practical rec-
ommendations for cooperation with Finnish
partners and outputs via Finland to the EU
markets. On the last day of Partneriat, “ex-
change of subcontracts” will take place as a
«dessert» — a series of prepared negotiations
between the authorized delegates of the Cus-
tomer and potential Suppliers.

I am deeply convinced that nowadays the
proposed formats of work are the most pro-
ductive, and all our efforts on strengthening
inter-regional ties are not going away, like
water into sand, but do give quite tangible re-
sults which ultimately affect the well-being not

natoly Alexandrovich, what is
- Athe role and significance of in-

dustry in the history and devel-
opment of St. Petersburg?

— Industrial production is an integral part
of the more than 310-year history of the city.
Thanks to a good geopolitical location of the
city, St. Petersburg industry grew by synthesis
of the best achievements of the Old World (Eu-
rope) and the latest developments of the Rus-
sian scientists and inventors.

The oldest enterprises of St. Petersburg
are considered to be the Admiralty Shipyards
(1704), Sestroretsky weapons factory, Izhora
plants. All of them played an important role
in the production of military products. This,
by the way, is another feature of industry of St.
Petersburg, which is extant to this day.

Since the second half of the 19th century
an important place in industrial structure of
St. Petersburg took engineering and metal-
working. By the year 1913 they accounted for
about a third of the industrial output of the city
(more than 15% of the Russian industry pro-
duction). In St. Petersburg there were actively
developed engine and car building, plant en-
gineering and construction: machinery, boilers,
diesel engines, turbines, pumps, machine tools,
lifting gears.

At the end of the 19th century electric en-
gineering took a prominent place in the list of
the city products. By the beginning of World
War [, St. Petersburg industry accounted for
about 60% of all Russia’s demand for electrical
products.

After the 1917 revolution, the city has pre-
served the meaning of the important industrial
center and became the birthplace of the Rus-

sian power engineering (1920) and the Russian
radio electronics (1940).

World War 1I dealt a heavy blow to the
economy of the city (only 13% of the pre-war
potential survived) and claimed the lives of two
out of three St. Petersburg citizens. Neverthe-
less, the city was restored within the shortest
time. Within 5-7 years after the war finished,
industry of the city again took the leading po-
sition in the country. Power engineering com-
plex took the most important place in the ur-
ban structure of industry. It made a significant
contribution to providing the country with all
kinds of energy (including nuclear energy).

In the 60-70s in the city approximately
170 research and development organizations
were founded, intended to quickly and ef-
ficiently implement scientific achievements
into production. Since then energy-intensive
and knowledge-intensive production became a
“hallmark” of modern St. Petersburg.

- What kind of industrial products
could be reflected as a <hallmark» of St.
Petersburg?

— First of all, it’s the production of shipbuild-
ing, power engineering, instrument making and
radio electronics, medical equipment, pharma-
ceuticals, automobile and aerospace clusters.

The range of products, designed and man-
ufactured in St. Petersburg, is very broad, be-
cause industrial production is carried out by
700 large and medium organizations, as well as
by more than 20,000 small businesses.

- How and when did the Union of
Industrialists and Entrepreneurs of St.
Petersburg appear? What are the main
achievements of the Union over the past
25 years?

— The Union of Industrialists and Entrepre-
neurs of St. Petersburg dates back to April 13,
1990. On this day the Chairman of the Execu-
tive Committee of the Leningrad City Council
of People’s Deputies VY. Khodyrev signed a
decision on registration of “The Leningrad As-
sociation of Industrial, Construction, Science,
Transport and Communication Enterprises”.

During the years of “Perestroika” the Union
played a crucial role in uniting the efforts of
preservationists concerning a powerful scien-
tific-industrial complex in the city. Largely due
to this fact St. Petersburg today is not only a city
of science and culture, but also an advanced in-
novative industrial center.

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The most important achievement of the
first years there was the development and the
signing of a tripartite agreement (February,
1992) between the city administration, trade
unions and employers. Owing to this agree-
ment, we received an effective mechanism of
tariff regulation of a number of monopolistic
organizations (suppliers of electricity, water,
heat, etc.). It should be noted that the practice
of tripartite agreements signing operates suc-
cessfully and effectively to this day.

In May 1994 “The Leningrad Association
of Industrial, Construction, Science, Transport
and Communication Enterprises” was trans-
formed into the Union of Industrialists and En-
trepreneurs of St. Petersburg (SPP SPb).

In 1997 SPP SPb has initiated the city ex-
hibition “Russian Industrialist”, which even-
tually evolved into the international forum.
Nowadays “Russian Industrialist” is the largest
area of the North-West region of Russia for the
demonstration of innovative industrial equip-
ment, products and technologies of the com-
panies for the purpose of promoting thereof
to the regional and international markets and
discussing current issues of enterprises mod-
ernization of the machine-building complex.
The International Forum “Russian Industrialist”
was marked with the sign of the Russian Union
of Exhibitions and Fairs and the Global Asso-
ciation of the Exhibition Industry (UFI), which
confirms the high professional level of the or-
ganization of the event.

From the first days of its activity SPP SPb
sought to establish a constructive dialogue be-
tween industrialists and officials, between busi-
ness and government. The authority failed to
frequently listen to the views of our Union, but,
however, over the time the vast majority of our
requirements and recommendations were real-
ized one way or another.

Perhaps, the main result of the activity of
the Union in “perestroika” period should be
recognized a consensus reached among the

interests of the authorities, trade unions and
employers, as well as the responsibility of the
parties for the implementation of the agree-
ments to be reached.

In the 2000s the role of the Union grew sig-
nificantly as the initiator, expert and developer
of programs and projects of socio-economic
development of St. Petersburg. The Union
members are actively involved in the work of
public commissions and councils under the
Governor and the Government of St. Peters-
burg: the Economic Council of the Governor
of St. Petersburg, the Scientific and Technical
Council of the Government of St. Petersburg,
the Interdepartmental Commission on Eco-
nomic Security by the Government of St. Pe-
tersburg, the Interagency Coordinating Board
on staffing the industries.

In 2013, the Union initiated the revival of
the Industrial Council of St. Petersburg, which
contributes to concerted actions of the govern-
ment, business and professional associations to
ensure an effective industrial policy and dy-
namic development of industrial production.
Today’s Industrial Council of St. Petersburg is a
permanent advisory body, chaired by the Gov-
ernor of the city, which promptly solves a lot of
current problems of industrialists.

Due to our initiative “The Concept of the
Development of Industrial Complex of St. Pe-
tersburg for the period up to the year 2020”
has been modified. We took an active part in
public discussion of the Socio-Economic De-
velopment Strategy of St. Petersburg up to the
year 2030. As a result many provisions of the
Concept have been introduced into the Strat-
egy, and scientific and industrial potential of St.
Petersburg has been fixed in this document as
the main resource of successful long-term de-
velopment of our city.

In September 2014 there was established
the Coordination Council on Competition
Policy in St. Petersburg, co-chaired by the vice-
governor of St. Petersburg AN. Govorunov and
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the president of SPP SPb AA. Turchak. Thus,
SPP SPb acquired another opportunity for
close interaction of business and authority on
the protection of the rights of entrepreneurs
and support of domestic manufactures.

- What are the current challenges fac-
ing the Union?

- According to the numerous surveys, busi-
ness, in the first place, expects certainty, stabil-
ity and predictability from the state. Therefore
SPP SPb gives priority to these issues. Nowadays
SPP SPb task is to actively participate in the de-
velopment and implementation of long-term
and transparent social and economic policy in
the region.

The Union of Industrialists and Entrepre-
neurs sees the creation of comfortable business
environment, favorable business climate in St.
Petersburg as one of the main objectives. An-
other important question refers to bank loans,
without access to which it is impossible to de-
velop the economy of the city. In December
2014, with the participation of the Governor
of St. Petersburg there was held a meeting of
the Presidium of the Union of Industrialists and
Entrepreneurs in cooperation with the Council
of Northwest Banking Association to discuss
the issues of cooperation between credit in-
stitutions and industrial enterprises. The Gov-
ernor decided to create the Fund of Industry
Support. It is planned that in the spring of the
year 2015 the city budget will allocate an addi-
tional appropriation of 1 billion rubles in order
to support industry.

Effective stimulus for the development of
St. Petersburg industry is the growth of invest-
ment, attraction of manufacturers of compli-
cated high-tech products to our city. In order
to increase the relevant investment flows, we
have made efforts to introduce new benefits
for investors in the city - income tax, property
and land, entered on January 1, 2015. We be-
lieve that it is high-tech industries - as already
existing and new ones — that will shape the
future of the St. Petersburg industrial complex
and determine the social welfare of inhabitants
of St. Petersburg,

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ublic Council on Small Business
P Development under the auspices of

the Governor of St. Petersburg was
established in the year 2007. The Coun-
cil is the union of representatives of the
most significant Petersburg public busi-
ness organizations. Thus, for instance, the
Council includes the Union of Industrial-
ists and Entrepreneurs of St. Petersburg,
St. Petersburg Chamber of Commerce and
Industry, St. Petersburg Union of Entre-
preneurs, Merchant Club of St. Petersburg
and many others.

Not a single act of law, regulating busi-
ness activity, goes under our expert’s
radar. For the time of the Council work
there were offered proposals in more than
200 statutory acts.

Quarterly, Public Council on Small
Business Development is liable to account
to the Governor of St. Petersburg for the
work executed. Within these meetings we
set under discussion the most pressing
issues of small business. In particular, at
the end of March, 2015 within the near-
est session of Public Council we are going
to present anti-crisis set of measures pre-
pared to support small business, as well as
to discuss on the program «Import sub-
stitution» realized concerning our region.

The year 2014 occurred to be rather
thrilling, both economically and politi-
cally, for Russian small and medium-sized
business. In spite of this fact, nearly in all
districts of St. Petersburg the number of
small businesses not only reduced but,
on contrary, increased! I'm sure, if effec-
tive support mechanisms for small busi-
ness had not been implemented, we could
hardly see such a dynamics.

The program <«Entrepreneurship and
Consumer Market Development in St. Pe-
tersburg for the years 2015-2020» realized
by St. Petersburg Government should be
referred to such mechanisms at first. It in-
cludes such popular business measures as
credit subsidy for production moderniza-
tion, equipment leasing, preferential rent
of space for producing sectors.

Traditionally in December we are go-
ing to arrange the Forum of Small and
Medium-sized Business Enterprises jointly
with the Committee for Entrepreneur-
ship and Consumer Market Development
in St. Petersburg. Participants of the Fo-
rum, having discussed crucial tasks of
small business development and solutions
approaches thereof, compose the cor-
responding resolution. Summing up the
work of Public Council in the year 2014
one may state that the resolution of XI
Forum of Small and Medium-sized Enter-
prises, which was held in December of the
year 2013, has been successfully fulfilled:

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overwhelming majority of proposals of
Petersburg entrepreneurs was not only
understood by the city management, but
put into certain decisions.

Thus, in order to soften tax burden,
tax rate was reduced from 10% up to 7%
for the subjects of entrepreneurship, who
uses simplified tax system.

The owners of pavilions acquired the
right of multiple usage thereof - that is,
the possibility to broaden the range of
products without any additional agree-
ments and permissions. The list of high-
ways, prohibited for shopping pavilions
location, was cut nearly twofold; prohi-
bition of trade near healthcare organiza-
tions and sports facilities was abolished.

Small business grid connection is im-
proving in the city; the procedure of
placement of facades informative struc-
tures (signs, boards and panels, markings,
etc.) was eased; there was developed a
simplified procedure, allowing small en-
trepreneurs to extend the terms of city
lands rental agreements.

Positive results of the year were marked
by signing the Agreement on Collaboration
between the Agency for Credit Guarantees
and St. Petersburg Government. It was con-
cluded within the frames of the Forum of
Small and Medium-sized Enterprises in the
year 2014. This important document will
let significantly increasing access of small
and medium-sized businesses to finance.

AS REFERENCE:

* St. Petersburg takes the leading position in Russia due to the main figures in devel-
opment of small business:

- top position due to the quantity of small businesses for 1 000 citizens (42 units);

- second place due to small business workers share relatively to the total amount of
working population (31 %);

- second place due to small business share turnover per capita (166 % compared to
the average figure in the Russian Federation).

* The share of small business in St. Petersburg makes approximately 30 % of gross
regional product; small business provides for up to 28 % of tax revenue to the budget
of St. Petersburg.

¢ According to the data of September, the year 2014, 19223 small enterprises were
functioning in St. Petersburg (excluding micro-enterprises), but including 6825
thereof - in trade sector and repair services, 4211 - in real estate, 2547 - in «manu-
facturing industry», 2363 - in «construction sector», 1260 - in «transport and com-
munication».

Meeting with the Iranian delegation in St. Petersburg

he Russian Federation, rich with its 143

millionth population and with the re-

serves of raw materials, could simulta-
neously be one of the largest exporters of in-
dustrial products to Iran and one of the target
markets for Iranian consumer goods in differ-
ent trade areas. This situation leads to the fact
that in the context of international sanctions,
which have affected our country, we could use
the Russian market, especially its industrial
part, as a good opportunity to meet the domes-
tic needs of our country.

Taking into account the recent restrictions,
imposed by western countries on Iran’s foreign
trade, as well as the creation of restrictions
against Iran’s oil and gas industry and banking
exchanges, a special shift has occurred con-
cerning the cooperation between our coun-
tries in these two fields. Some time ago, the two
countries signed a comprehensive memoran-
dum on economic cooperation, and the 11th
meeting of the Joint Commission was held in
Tehran. It is expected that the financial turno-
ver between our countries will make approxi-
mately 70 billion US dollars regarding imple-
mentation of projects of the Joint Commission.
The most important key areas of cooperation
between the two countries in the energy sector
include cooperation in the field of oil equip-
ment procurement and trade of petroleum
products, attraction of Russian capital to pat-
ticipate in investments in oil and gas fields of
Iran, as well as contracts for the purchase and
sale of oil and gas.

We have witnessed the cooperation be-
tween the two countries in other technical
and engineering projects. A project of railway
electrification of Tabriz-Azarshahr is in a num-
ber of iconic landmarks of the two countries

cooperation (after completion of the Bushehr
Nuclear Power Plant). Other various projects of
cooperation in the field of railway transport are
being under consideration nowadays.

Consideration of trade turnover process
with Russia shows that in 2011, prior to inten-
sification of sanctions by the Security Council
and unilateral US sanctions against our coun-
try, Russia, making the trade turnover volume
with Iran of 3.757 billion dollars, averted only
0.5 % of its foreign trade to Iran. Unfortunately,
after tightening and implementation of UN
sanctions, particularly in the banking sector,
in the year 2012 this figure became equal to
$ 2.3 billion (0.3 % of the total foreign trade of
Russia). It is predicted that in 2014, this decline
will be stopped and will gradually move to rise
in turnover.

What do we sell and buy? The major ex-
port of the Islamic Republic of Iran to Russia
is as follows: different kinds of food products,
fruits, vegetables, pistachios, dried fruit, plastic

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products, chemical products and building ma-
terials. Critical export of Russia includes tim-
ber, machines, parts for railways, paper, gold
and some expensive metals, aluminum and
aluminum parts.

The strengths of the Iranian-Russian trade
relations include:
» The existing diversity of industrial goods pro-
duction in the Russian market and the grow-
ing demand for the consumption of various
products.
* Low final cost of the Iranian industrial pro-
duction in comparison with Russia’s one.
 Shot distance between the two countries,
reduction of transport costs, availability of
adequate infrastructure for the delivery of
goods (air, sea and land routes). It may be
noted that as a whole 20 % of the Iranian-
Russian cargo traffic accounts for the Caspi-
an shipping companies. Somewhere around
7,000 supply truck trains ply every year be-
tween the two countries, meanwhile, the
share of Iranian vans is much higher than the
Russian ones.

Factors impeding the dynamic develop-
ment of the Iranian-Russian trade relations:
* Relations between Iranian and Russian
businessmen are impeded because of the
language barrier (problems with the knowl-
edge of the official languages of the two
countries) and poor language skills. Unfor-
tunately, the merchants of our country are
not so familiar with the Russian language
as businessmen from the Republic of Azer-
baijan and the CIS countries, and it con-
stitutes one of the main obstacles for their
activities in Russia. The Russian side is more
successful in studying Persian language in
comparison with Iran. Annually Russian uni-
versities produce more than 100 people who
speak the Persian language. However, only
a small part of the Russian graduates come
into the sphere of trade and industry.

* Disarrangement in the banking
system and financial exchanges
between the two countries,
which have arisen for a variety
of reasons.

* Iranian exporters are lack of
necessary knowledge about the
Russian market, as well as Russian
companies are lack of knowledge
on Iran export opportunities.

* High prices in Moscow and un-
necessarily high initial investment
costs. Some Iranian companies
face financial problems when
renting offices in Moscow. If any
company wants to have centres
for spreading the goods in Mos-
cow, it has to bear high costs associated with rent or buy a property
that is economically disadvantageous. The creation of shopping centres
with the joint assistance of the private and state sectors can be one of
the ways of solving this problem.

Tehran

Good prospects for the development of Iranian-Russian trade and
other relations are primarily related to the similar political and strate-
gic interests of the two countries, mutual cultural attraction, as well as
available determination of our countries to develop a “non-primary”
export. Iran and Russia are the major producers of hydrocarbons, in-
cluding oil and gas. Both countries recognize that oil revenues should
be used for the development of other sectors of economy, including the
strengthening of domestic production. Measures, aimed at increasing
the quality and quantity of export production, are carried out both in
[ran, and Russia.

As Elgiz Kachaev pointed out in his opening speech, Turkish prod-
ucts are in stable demand in St. Petersburg: “A positive trend is observed
in trade and economic relations between Russia and Turkey in recent
years. We are always open to new business contacts”.

PUTTING ON AIR BRIDGES

An important area of cooperation between Petersburg and Turkey
was, is and will be tourism, the growth of which directly depends on the
transport accessibility of our regions.

January 29, 2015 the leadership of the Petersburg airport “Pulkovo”
determined the best airlines at the year-end of 2014. Turkish Airlines

ternational Forum «Russian Industrialist»

in St. Petersburg. It is the biggest event
in North West of Russia to display industrial
equipment, products and technologies, as well
as to discuss current issues on development
of Russian enterprises specialized in industrial
production.

«Russian Industrialist> was successfully add-
ed into the chronicle of industrial exhibitions
of Russia, which dated back to May of the year
1829 in St. Petersburg. «The First Public Exhibi-
tion of Russian Manufactured Goods» displayed
over 4 000 of exhibits, which were presented
by 324 participants — state-run enterprises, pri-
vate factories and workshops from 33 provinc-
es of the Russian Empire. The famous German
traveler and scientist A. Gumbold, having visit-
ed the exhibition, noticed: « would not expect
such a success in Russia even 30 years ahead».

An initiator of the Russian industrial exhibi-
tion revival was occurred to become the Union
of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs of St. Peters-
burg. Nowadays the Forum is arranged under
the support and participation of the Plenipo-
tentiary Representative of the President of the
Russian Federation in Northwestern Federal
District, the Ministry of Industry and Trade of
the Russian Federation, the Chamber of Com-
merce and Industry of the Russian Federation,
the Russian Union of Industrialists and Entre-
preneurs, the Union of Engineering Workers
of Russia, the Russian Association of Machine-
Tool Manufactures <«Stankoinstrument», the
Government of St. Petersburg, the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry of St. Petersburg,

The last few years the International Forum
«Russian Industrialist> shares the same exhibition
area with St. Petersburg International Innovation
Forum. Synergy of two events actively contrib-
utes to innovation development of the industry.

Over 10 000 Russian and foreign specialists
took part in events of the forum in the year
2014. 410 companies from 12 regions of Rus-
sia and 6 countries of the world displayed the
products and developments at the exhibition
area of more than 20 000 square meters. For
the first time there were displayed the exhibits
from the Asian-Oceanian countries: China, Tai-
wan and Japan.

In the light of the last political news the
main topic of the forum business program be-
came import substitution in industry. Special-
ists mentioned that Russia is capable of pro-
ducing up to 89 % of the necessary industrial
equipment on its territory.

The regular International Forum «Russian
Industrialist> is going to take place within the
period of 7 - 9 of October, 2015 in the new
Convention and Exhibition Centre «EXPO-
FORUM> in parallel with St. Petersburg Inter-
national Innovation Forum and St. Petersburg
International Gas Forum.
